President’s
Thoughts

Shortly after | joined Don Heights in
1998, | heard that the apartment
building containing our round sanctuary
needed costly repairs and would
probably be sold. As we know, we did
sell and temporarily rented space at
Edwards Gardens for Sunday Services.
However, after a few years of
constantly unpacking all our Sunday
trappings, the congregational leaders
found us a dedicated rental space that
included space for our administrative
office, a meeting room and a minister’s
office.

The other important discussion
occurring ten years ago was about the
pros and cons of securing a
professional minister  for Don Heights.
After much discussion, a congregational
vote established that a large majority of
the congregation felt that professional
ministry would be good for Don Heights.
So after exploring ministry with Rev.
Frances Deverell, Rev. Emily Morse
Palmer, Rev. Charlotte Cowtan and
Marvin Anderson, we began a search
for a settled minister that resulted in a
unanimous congregational vote to ask
Rev. Debra Faulk to share ministry with
us.

Jumping ahead to the early months of
2009, with guidance from a CUC
consultant, we used the Appreciative
Inquiry approach to help us recall the
best of Don Heights and to use these
positive recollections to form a
foundation for our future. We have tried
to keep a positive, hopeful attitude
about the future but the economic
downturn and fears about our present
energy levels have fostered a climate of
worry, uncertainty and worst of all
apathy.

It's important to remember that we do
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have assets in the bank as well as our
incredible human assets. For the
moment I'd like to share just two
possibilities that play over in my head:
OWL (Our Whole Lives) and a
Community Arts Hub. There could be
many more...

First let’s think about OWL. Consider
the number of people who are looking
for healthy supportive relationships,
who divorce and remarry only to find
they are still lonely or angry or
disappointed. Consider the number of
young people who are looking for their
“soul mate’. Consider the tragedy of
dating and family violence. A public
health nurse once told me that the
problem at the root of most of their calls
is unhappy relationships.

Several years ago, Unitarians and their
partners in the United States developed
a full program for all ages about whole
life relationships — Our Whole Lives .
We have a valuable resource at our
fingertips to offer to people of all ages
and cultures. Across Canada we
Unitarians are beginning to share our
vision of a Canadian National OWL
program. What an opportunity we have
to work with partners in the community
to fill a community need!

The other thing we humans need is an
outlet for creativity . | know of six or
more Don Heighters who take weekly
painting classes in various parts of the
city. There are also potters, musicians
and writers expressing their creativity in
different ways and places. The Toronto
Arts Council in their research on the
concept of Community Arts Hubs
describes the way in which art, in its
many forms, improves our quality of life
and builds community. Imagine Don
Heights partnered with a Community
Arts Hub where artists, writers and
musicians of different ages and skill
levels are part of a caring, creative
community.

We are at the dawn of the age of
collaboration and Don Heights has the
financial resources to seed the
development of such a vital community
for children, adults and seniors,
somewhere in northeast Toronto.

We need a 2010 vision for Don Heights.
If we work together we can figure it out
and we can do it.

Debra’s
Deliberations

We talk at Don Heights about
wanting to grow, to share our
wonderful congregation with others
looking for community. We offer a
place to ask questions and explore
our personal spiritual journey. Here
we invite committed individuals to
work in concrete ways to live justice
and our principles. Here people can
challenge the way things are and
contribute to how they might be.

We provide a safe space to engage
in rational inquiry about the big and
difficult questions of life. We
welcome differing theological
perspectives that are comfortable
with such inclusiveness. As
sixteenth century Unitarian preacher
Ferenc D&vid said, “We need not
think alike to love alike.” Love is the
doctrine of this church and living in a
loving way is what we attempt to do.
Wow what a great place! This
sounds like the place that all thinking,
justice-seeking, compassionate
people who are seeking and longing
for community would find a home.
So where are they?

My colleague Rev John
Newcomb Marsh, recently installed
as the minister at First Unitarian in
Ottawa, posed this quiz in his
newsletter column: Studies show
that, on average, Unitarian
Universalists invite a friend to church
once every:

a) Seven months

b) Three years

¢) Twenty-seven years

You guessed it! Every 27
years is the average. So, if what
| have said in my opening

paragraph is true, and held as true
by those of us attending, why do we
not invite people we know? Other
studies have also affirmed that
people most often come to a
Unitarian church by invitation. The
truth of this was made evident at the
last Board meeting when a visiting
presenter from the Neighbourhood
congregation, a UU for only a couple
of years, informed us that he initially
attended at the invitation of a friend.
There is some shifting of this to
internet introduction, particularly with
younger people, so attention to the
website is important.

Well, “We don’t want to proselytize!”,
is often lifted up. Since conversion is
the purpose of proselytizing and
conversion is not one of our
principles or purposes this seems to
be a non-issue. That we choose not
to share the gifts of this faith tradition
and community is something to
address. Now of course the best
part of our friends either already
have a faith community or they
wouldn’t dream of going near one.
Yet there are a few who just might be
interested. Maybe our children would
come. There was that conversation
in the line up or on the bus that could
have included an invitation. | invite
all of you to invite others, it is a way
for you to contribute to the growth
initiative that has been articulated as
a wish. Carry the Principle and
Purposes card with you to give away.

I love this faith and all it stands for. A
faith built on the power of love and
the use of reason; a faith that
answers the call to justice and
nurtures the longing for community.
Share it and declare it and let us
grow it.

Faith sees the invisible,

Feels the intangible,

And achieves the impossible.

If you believe in something, no

proof is necessary.

If you don't, none is sufficient.

The vigils are held at the Church of the
Holy Trinity, located behind the Eaton Centre. | strongly
encourage you to consider attending a vigil in the coming
months. | hope to be there and would welcome the
company of any other Don Heighters who would like to
express their support of the TDRC, as well as their sadness
that homelessness is still so evident in our city.

The greatest challenge in welcoming newcomers to Canada and
ensuring that they take their full and rightful place in Canadian
society requires a move from tolerance to generosity. Faith
communities are essential in both demonstrating that and in
promoting it in the broader community.

Robert Oliphant , Member of Parliament for Don Valley West, is an
Ordained Minister in the United Church of Canada having served
congregations in Quebec, Yukon and Toronto. A graduate of the
University of Toronto and the Vancouver School of Theology, he
recently earned his Doctor of Ministry degree in preaching from the
Chicago Theological Seminary. His ministry has focussed on social
justice, human rights, the arts, homelessness and youth at risk.
