About being Unitarian

What defines a UU for me? Freedom,
| think. More than anything, what is
important to me as a Unitarian is the
freedom to be ourselves, to read and
think and talk and love and change our
minds and to work together to ensure
that this freedom is also available for
others. This freedom is a responsible
freedom, not a license for careless
action. We are responsible for
analyzing and choosing our beliefs and
values and for acting in accordance
with these beliefs and values. As
Unitarians, we can never excuse
ourselves for taking orders or
directions from some “authority”. We
are expected to study and think for
ourselves and to challenge self-
proclaimed power.

What is personally enriching about
being in a UU community? Being part
of a group of diverse individuals is
definitely the opposite of boring, but
going to church on Sunday with such a
group is not enough. It takes time,
work, attention and action to turn any
group into a community with common
hopes and dreams. The effort of
learning about and learning to trust
each other so that we are motivated
and inspired to work together for the
development of a more just world is
our challenge. The challenge of
continuously creating community isn’'t
easy. We are not a community
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brought together by the love of music
or a sport or even by a common
theology. We are a people drawn
together to form a community that
believes that our concerted action in
the world matters — whether it is action
to clean up the garbage around a
beautiful natural park or to learn about
the aid policies of our government so
that we can make informed comment
and take informed political action. The
work of developing our Unitarian
community is enriching work.

What are you passionate about as a
UU? | am passionate about the
integrity with which we commit to live
our lives. | am passionate about the
lofty ideals of human rights and
equality that we have set for ourselves.
| am also able to forgive myself when |
regularly fall short of these ideals and
must pick myself up and keep trying. |
live out my UU values by making a
conscious effort to filter my actions
through UU principles. | am
passionate about our commitment to
learn about other faiths and cultures
and to try to see the world through
other eyes. | am also passionate
about the challenge of fighting our own
self-righteousness about our UU
religion. Itis hard not to want to say
“I've found the answer.”

| became a UU because as a small
child I had a United Church Sunday
School teacher for about 10 years, who
taught Unitarian principles. She didn’t
call them Unitarian. | doubt that she
had even heard of us. She taught us
about diversity and equality and love of
nature.

She
listened and laughed with us. Then |
moved on and experienced the
Anglican tradition of my father’s family,
enjoying the rhythm of the liturgy and a
feeling of being back with my tribe. At
the age of about 55 when | found my
way to Don Heights, | found a place
that challenges me to be thoughtful
about my assumptions, and to find a
niche in this tribeless, ever changing
community of justice seeking
Unitarians.
