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I find my deliberations this month 
returning to the image of an 
iceberg, the depth not visible. This 
is an apt metaphor for our 
personal lives, congregational life 
and beyond.  At a personal level, 
what we offer for  publ ic 
engagement is just the ‘tip’ of the 
depth of who we each are.  As we 
deepen our relationships, come 
closer to each other, we get 
glimpses below the surface.  We 
do make a difference in each 
other’s lives.  What an incredible 
gift this is. 

As the season turns to winter and 
the leaves are lost from the trees, 
as I prepare for the Day of the 
Dead service, I reflect on loss. 
There have been many in our 
community this year; losses of 
incredible members through death, 
relocation and by the choice to 
leave. Loss and grief may be the 
emotions most aptly represented 
by the iceberg. The missing of a 
person when the separation first 
occurs is one thing, the ongoing 
absence stirs emotions and 
memories that may not even 
appear to be connected to the 
person who has left.  Such is the 
quality of our unconscious, deep 
and interconnected, so much 
below the surface. 

There is grief with the loss of 
relationships,   

Those we love no longer 
with us because of death  

Those we have loved who 
are estranged from us   

Those we love yet experience 

a diminishment of intimacy   

There is grief with the loss and 
change of relationship,   

Grief, bittersweet for it is a 
consequence of the 
presence of love. 

The major initiatives that the 
congregation is now involved in 
are also aptly reflected in the 
i c e b e r g  m e t a p h o r .  O u r 
Palestinian Refugee family  for 
examp le ;  t he i r  pa r t i cu l a r 
circumstance known in broadest 
detail comes with many more 
aspects than we will ever know.   
The Mennonite Central Committee 
has done much of the ‘leg work’ 
and the collaborating committee 
for our particular family has done 
far more than we are aware of.   
What a blessing to be able to add 
our support to all these efforts.  
We can make a difference. 

There are so many other efforts 
becoming clearer, more visible, 
while the depth of effort remains 
u n k n o w n  b y  m a n y .  T h e 
congregational meeting on 
October 4th affirmed some of these 
initiatives. The Strategic Planning  
team’s efforts are becoming more 
visible and the resounding support 
for their work thus far serves as 
inspiration. The Board is working 
with the Growth Plan , bringing the 
input from so many to bear on 
wisely moving forward. Both of 
these initiatives have involved 
looking below the surface in very 
intentional ways. 

The iceberg metaphor reveals that 
what is visible rests on the deep 
and unseen efforts, thoughts and 
feelings in each of us, in the work 
being done by so many, in the 
potential of making a difference.

SOCIAL ACTION 
Most of you are aware that Don Heights has a new 
committee organizational structure.  All of our many 
committees will be bundled into three clusters: Program, 
Fellowship, and Administration.  Social Action is under 
the Program umbrella  and this group will meet on the 
first Wednesday of each month at 6:00 for soup and a 
meeting.  The November meeting will be on November 
4, 2009. Hope to see you there.  If you haven’t been 
involved in our Social Action Committee in the past, the 
cluster meeting will give you an opportunity to join in 
initiatives already underway, as well as letting you bring 
forward your own priorities for social action. 

Since last spring a small group of members of the Social 
Action committee have been working in partnership with 
a Steering Committee from four GTA Mennonite 
churches to relocate a Palestinian refugee family in 
Toronto.  At the October 4 General Membership Meeting 
our congregation gave unanimous support to a pledge of 
$5000 to this family.  The money will come from 
individual contributions, fund raising, and some 
congregational funds.  The family we are supporting has 
seven children ranging in age from fifteen to four years 
old and the partnership of churches will support the 
family for one year.  After that government support will 
take over. Those of us who have been working on this 
(Tom Brown, Linda Schofield, Ellen Jamal, and Mary 
Doucette) are excited and gratified that the congregation 
is being so supportive.   

We hope that our family will have arrived by the time you 
get this newsletter.  If not, they should arrive before the 
end of the year.  We have begun collecting necessary 
items for this family and will keep you posted on their 
needs in the coming year.  It is planned  that the family 
will be living in Thorncliffe Park where there is a strong 
Arabic presence and a Neighbourhood Office which will 
give us help and advice.  We are fortunate to be 
partnered with the Mennonites who are experienced in 
this type of project. 

In order to facilitate the Refugee Family Project, there 
will be a Working Group  meeting of those interested in 
the initiative on Monday, November 9 at 5:30 . This is a 
brown bag affair (no black ties, please) and all are 
welcome. If you have ideas for fundraising, bring them to 
this meeting, or contact one of the steering group 
members. 

The tradition of Social Action Video Nights  will 
continue, and on Monday, November 9 at 7:00 , after 
the Working Group meeting, we will show the recent 
film, Passchendaele.  Paul Gross' film provides a unique 
perspective on the Canadian effort during the First World 
War. The film includes amazing battle scenes, 
interesting characters, some romance, and a 
provocative perspective on recruitment pressure during 
the war.
